Set against the breathtaking backdrop of the Montana sky, Three Priests tells the
story of Jake Sands (Michael Parks), a retired small-town sheriff, and his sons,
Dustin (Alexander Martin) and Joe (Aaron Duffey). Haunted by an incident
from his own childhood, Jake and his wife Rachel (Olivia Hussey)

have worked hard to carve out a quiet and safe life for themselves and their
family in the shadow of Three Priests Butte. But when Abby (Julia Jones), the
daughter of Jake’s best friend Ben (Wes Studi), returns to town for the summer,
a sequence of events is set into motion that will disrupt that life and ultimately
cause Jake’s worst fears to be realized.

Promiscuous and immature, Abby pursues her own desires and manipulates
others without regard to the havoc her games are wreaking. The result is a web
of lies and betrayal that grows in parallel with the wildfires raging just over the
hills from Jake’s farmhouse. Brother is turned against brother, as Dustin
struggles to win his father’s approval, and Joe, quiet and inexperienced, finds
himself overtaken by violent and newfound emotions.

While Jake, Rachel and Ben become dangerously entangled in the brother’s
conflict, the wildfires burn out of control and close in on Jake’s small Montana
farmhouse. Finally, as the wind shifts and the land around them goes up in
flames, Ben has no choice but to confront his friend Jake with a horrible
reflection of Jake’s own past, forcing Jake and his wife to make desperate
decisions that will determine the fate of themselves and their sons.

Three Priests is a stark, intense and ultimately heart-wrenching story about
loyalty and betrayal, fear and desire, envy and honor, and the fierceness of a
mothes’love. In the end the combination proves as volatile as the wildfires
themselves, as both inexorably rage to a deadly conclusion.




Michael Parks has appeared in almost 50 motion pictures and has made frequent television appearances.
He is best known in recent years for his work with Quentin Tarantino and Robert Rodriquez in Kill Bill Vol.
1, in which he played Earl McGraw,and Kill Bill Vol. 2, in which he played Estaban Vihao, the 80 year old
ex-pimp. He has been cited by long time fan Tarantino as “the world’s greatest living actor.” Parks first gained
recognition as the star of the television series Then Came Bronson from 1969 to 1970. He appeared as Texas
Ranger Earl McGraw in From Dusk to Dawn (1996) written by Tarantino and directed by Rodriquez and then
took a leading role as Ambrose Bierce in its sequel From Dawn to Dusk I11: The Hangman’s Daughter (2000).

Olivia Hussey has been called the most beautiful woman in the world. Ms. Hussey first gained
international stardom in Franco Zeffirelli's Romeo and Juliet. Since then she has appeared in over 40 films,
including her lead role in the 2003 film adaptation on the life of Mother Theresa. Other notable roles of

Ms. Hussey include her highly acclaimed performance as Rebecca of York in the 1982 remake of Ivanhoe, her
role as Jessica Bradford in the 1974 Canadian horror movie Black Christmas, her portrayal of Mary,

mother of Jesus, in the 1977 Zeffirelli television production of Jesus of Nazareth and her role as

Rosalie Otterbourne in Death on the Nile (1978) with Peter Ustinov.

Wes Studi has appeared in dozens of films and television productions. Most recently, he played the role of
Opechancanough in Terrence Malick’s film The New World (2005). He has also played the role of

Joe Leaphorn in the PBS production of Tony Hillerman’s Navajo novels, Skinwalkers (2002), Coyote Waits
(2003), and a Thief of Time (2003). Among his other performances are his memorable portrayal of the
Pawnee Warrior in Kevin Costner’s Dances with Wolves (1990) and Magua in The Last of the Mohicans
(1992). In 1995 he appeared with Al Pacino in Heat, and in 1999’s Mystery Men he was the Sphinx.

Alexander Martin, the son of Olivia Hussey and grandson of legendary entertainer Dean Martin,

has appeared in seven feature films, including Can’t Hardly Wait and Josie and the Pussycats.
He is also a distinguished stage actor.

After her starring role in Rick Schroeder’s Black Cloud, Julia Jones takes on a dark, complex role in
Three Priests. She has also appeared in features such as The Look and California Indian and has been a model
for Levis, The Gap, Esprit and L’Oreal.

James Parks is a veteran of more than 20 features and dozens of television appearances, including Dead-
wood, Bones, CSI, and Nash Bridges. This versatile character actor is the son of actor Michael Parks and has
previously appeared with him in films such as Kill Bill and The Listening.

After a stunning debut in Gum Spirits Productions’ Sundowning, Aaron Duffey’s performance opposite
Michael Parks and Olivia Hussey is memorable in its intensity and conviction.
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
